The Under wood Mi ssi on Commi t t ee 
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At every stage of education, Pam Clark’s kids have proven to be success stories.   
They have graduated from college and are working in the community. They are 
students at the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee and other universities, and at 
Milwaukee Public Schools, working for their chance to go to college.  Clark served 
at UWM as executive director for TRIO & Pre-College programs and director for the 
GEAR UP program, all aimed at getting and keeping young people in college.  
“There are people who are now doctors and lawyers and engineers,” said Joan 
Prince, vice chancellor of partnerships and innovation. “Pam was an expert in the 
area of pre-college and college readiness, well-respected in the state and at the 
national level.” 
 

Pamela E. Clark died August 3.  She was 59.  A memorial service was held at Underwood on Friday, 
August 15th. 

“Every year, hundreds of Milwaukee-area students who had never stepped on a college campus before 
found a doorway to their future through the work done by Pam Clark and our Pre-College Program,” said 
UWM Chancellor Carlos E. Santiago. “Her leadership was absolutely exceptional.” 

Clark got her own education at Messmer High School, and went on to earn her bachelor’s degree at 
UWM. She later earned a master’s in educational psychology.  She began working at UWM as a recruiter 
and academic adviser, first with the School of Allied Health Professionals and the Health Careers 
Opportunity Program. Later, she served as director for the university’s Educational Talent Search 
Program. 

In her most recent position, she was involved in winning federal and state grants, including those to help 
MPS teachers prepare students for college. 

“We’re not just talking about African-American students. We’re talking about kids,” said Kathelyne Dye-
Gallagher, principal of Genesis High School. “Pam loved the idea of all students attempting college.”  
Others agreed. 

“Pam’s work became Pam’s ministry,” said Lonnie Anderson, principal at Milwaukee African-American 
Immersion and Metropolitan High School.   “We will definitely see her legacy for decades to come, as her 
college graduates move through and their kids and their families and the community benefit,” Anderson 
said. “Each of them carries a piece of Pam’s ministry.” 

Friends and colleagues recalled Clark as someone gifted with both great intelligence and common 
sense. She remained active with the local chapter of the Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, a national service 
organization.  “She was a living witness to what service is all about,” said Janie Hatton, a retired 
principal. “She brought a mission and a vision to her work. She was a servant leader.”  It was, colleagues 
said, all about having faith in kids. 

“She gave our kids hope,” said Cheryl Hunter, principal of Truth Institute for Leadership and Service. 
“She gave our kids strength. She gave our kids direction. She told them that they were going to be part of 
a global economy and that it is possible to go forward and do well.”
